DUKE: Your highness, as the prince you need to be protected from the people.

PRINCE: How can | hope to ever rule over the people if I’m not allowed to know them, to walk among
them, to be one of them.

DUKE: Your highness, the people don’t want to know you. They just want to know that you are up here,
locked safely away from them.

PRINCE: | must insist on being allowed my freedom.
DUKE: Certainly, your highness. Just as soon as we find a nice little bride for you.

PRINCE: No. I cannot be a part of this whole ruse. | can’t think in here. | can’t breathe.
(he discards the royal sash and dashes out. The duke turns and picks up the sash.)
